Since 1981 Dennis has been dedicated with studying techniques and the 
history of furniture. Some of his studies have included carving and 
marquetry. His last inspiration was the complete reading of the Francois 
Linke 1855-1946 The Belle Époque of French Furniture book. �
 
Applying his studies, Dennis is creating this beautiful table set like what 
you would see in Europe around 1800 to 1900 French style.  The style of 
the tables may be considered a mix between Jean- Henri Riesenerer & 
the Herter Brothers but, a little cleaner, and not as busy.  
Dennis’ craftsmanship ability, his eye for detail and his patience, has 
brought his skills above and beyond most craftsmen’s expectations.  He 
has spent countless hours on research and education to achieve the best 
methods. Dennis is what most considers a master craftsman.  �
 
Dennis explained the meaning behind his design.  He said, “This new 
table I’ve used the Lion to symbolize strength, loyalty & pride. The eagle 
wings signifying the ability to fly, and the table tops will have marquetry 
showing roses for the assemble of love.” 
  

 
"All of our projects are single-

piece orders,” "Every 
craftsman works on his own 
project and we don't utilize 

any mass assembly. Our 
craftsmen are our biggest 
strength, because without 

them, we wouldn't be where 
we are." 
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Purple Heart is an exotic and imported 
hardwood that is strong and resilient, and 
has a uniform fine-to-medium texture.  The 
grain is usually straight, but can be 
irregular.  The wood is purple which 
darkens in time through oxidation.  Purple 
Heart is fantastic for turnery - chemical 
vats - heavy construction - flooring - 
billiard cue butts - handles and cabinetry.  
A dye produced from the wood is used for 
textile fabrics.  This tree is native to South 
America and Central America  

Grinling Gibbons 
1648-1721

Grinling was discovered by: “John Evelyn (1620-1706) known 
for his writing.”  John was walking the fields of his parish of 

Deptford one day when he happened to glace into the window of 
a poor isolated cottage.  Inside was a man (Grinling) at work 

with a chisel, carving a nearly completed sculpture of the 
Crucifixion.  His work was of such precise accuracy it was one 

of the most superior carvings Evelyn had ever seen. 
Grinling was one of the best-known British craftsmen, and the 
greatest of decorative woodcarvers.   Grinling started out as a 

ship carver, carving the front bow and back stern of ships.  The 
carvings were either an animal or some kind of human figure.  
The figures were very large, most ship carvers were big and 

strong men. 
In Grinlings later years he was most famous for his work in 

castles for Kings and Queens.  They were mostly architectural 
ornaments and sculptures.
