Gustave Herter came to New York from Germany in 184 8 and
by 1858 he owned a cabinetmaking and interior decor ating
company. In 1859 his brother Christian joined hima nd
together they formed the “Herter Brothers” which wo  uld
become the leading furniture and interior decoratin =~ g company
in America.
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In 1870, Gustave returned to Germany and never retu  rned to
New York, and Christian took over management of the
business. In 1883, Christian retired from the business and died
shortly after, at the age of 44. The company contin  ued until
1906, under new owners before closing.

Very few designers or artist ever reach a level of superior
craftsmanship that separates their work from the ot - hers. The
work of, Gustave and Christian Herter, are amongth e
greatest of the nineteenth-century.

Table top is thoroughly inlaid with marquetry including a central oval
panel depicting musical instruments surrounded by various floral and
scrolling classical designs, set on a base with four arched feet
supporting dore' bronze maiden busts and an extensive ‘X' stretcher
base joined at the center by an incised sphere.

It has only
happened 14 times since 1886, according to
the Punxsutawney Groundhog Club.

The last time Phil failed to see his shadow
was in 1999.
