Above pictured, is an old art form called Intarsia. The flying crow is a
military squadron symbol, which we duplicated down to the finest detail.

“Intarsia” is the craft of using varied shapes, sizes and species of wood
fitted together to create an almost 3-D inlaid, mosaic-like picture. It was
originally developed in Siena, Italy in the 13th century.

Selecting different types of wood, using its natural grain patterns and
colors, to create the different colors in the pattern, create intarsia. Each
piece of wood is then individually crafted by cutting, shaping, sanding, and
finishing before fitting them together like a jig saw puzzle.

Rob Sparks, our featured craftsman handcrafted this beautiful replica. The
Intarsia Symbol was produced with American Black Walnut, Northern Hard
Maples, African mahogany and Ebony Macassar hardwoods. Each piece
was hand cut, carved and shaped, giving it the3-D effect and its life like
appearance.

Purple Heart Carving

Within our last issue, we had shown this Purple Heart
Medal during the carving stages. Recently, Dennis
Zongker has completed this beautiful replica with
precise accuracy. This replica scales 7 times the
original size and required 160 hours to create. It has 5
coats of hand polished polyurethane, giving a deep
lustrous finish, so that the natural beauty of the wood
can be seen. The medal boasts 3 layers of 23K
German Gold Leaf on front and back, adding the
finishing touches to this unique carving of our nations
most prestigious Medal of Honor.

Purple heart hardwood is one of the world’s most
unique woods that are truly purple in natural color.
This exotic wood undergoes a degree of color change
over time. It begins with a dull brown when freshly
carved or sanded, but within a few days it oxidizes to a
violet purple. It is found in the tropical regions of
Central America and South America.

Hardwood of the Month
Maple Burl has unbelievabland unpredictak
swirl woodgrain patterns of light and dark
variations. Burl is manufactured using the
tumor like growth of a tree, boasting color
variations from cream to dark brown with
natural bark edges and internal voids. Thes
are not considered imperfections,
but the natural beauty of the wood.

1 stalk of celery (minced)
1 (long) loaf of white bread (stale and dried out)
1-1/2 sticks butter
2 eggs, beaten
2 cans chicken broth
3 T. cornmeal
1T. celery seed
Pan drippings from chicken or turkey

Open bread and set out in refrigerator to make hard . Day
before you cook place bread on large cookie sheeti n
unheated oven and let it sit. Melt butter in alarg e nonstick
skillet or Dutch oven and sauté onion and celery un il
clear. Don't scorch.

In a separate bowl, crumble bread into small pieces and

thoroughly dampen with water. Pour bread on top of
onion-celery mix and slowly stir in enough water to

mixture mushy.

Heat mixture on medium burner stirring constantly.
Dough consistency will go through several changes a nd

eventually form a large rounded mass and then start
forming smaller balls. Desired consistency is lumpy like

marbles. Stir in eggs and 1 to 2 cans chicken broth
