You can usually recognize
Flat cut veneer by the beautif ulcathedral or loop grain
pattern it produces. Cut onth e quarter, this same log
would show a straight grain th roughout. To the right,
you see the same log both flat cut a nd cut on the
quarter.

Jean Henri Riesener, 1734 -1806, French
cabinetmaker, one of the major  craftsmen who
made important contributions t o the formation
of the Louis XVI style furnitu re in France. His
most famous piece of furniture was a desk for
King Louis XV, one of the supre  mely fine
achievements of 18th  -century cabinetmaking.
The King ordered the deskin1  760; it took nine
years to complete. In 1769th e desk sold for
$60,000.00 English Pounds, his pieces were
very expensive. Today the sam e desk would
sell for 3 million US dollars. In France most of
his furniture was made for Kings, Queens, and
the very wealthy. Jean - Henri's furniture was
some of the best pieceseverm ade.

Riesener was the greatest at m arquetry of his
time; he also specialized in bronze casting, and
creating secret compartmentsw ithin the
furniture piece.  His furniture consisted of
decorative work in whichelabo  rate patterns
are formed by the insertion of  pieces of wood,
shell, orivory placedinawo od veneer. lItis
then applied to the surface of  a furniture piece,
this is known as  Marquetry .

The skill of the craftsmanwho  put, “Quality in front
of Quantity.”

A Craftsman is a worker who practices a trade and one who
creates to individual specifications for a custom order.
Because of tems being thefirst and only to be made, there
are times when the schedule can sometimes not go as once
planned. This doesn’t only affect the time of completionfor
this project, but the ones that are scheduled behind i.

in a back orderfrom your local furniture store. Mass
production on one single item, which is done by machine, is
more important to produce in quartity, and not necessary to
produce “Quality.”
